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Overview: Food on the 15th is an award winning community service project that delivers groceries free of charge to economically challenged seniors in Howard County and teaches children about philanthropy. Each month 6th grade students collect, assemble and deliver nutritionally balanced food packages to senior citizens in a local low-income senior residential building in Jessup, MD. 7th grade students collect and deliver toiletries.  Many seniors have transportation issues and physical limitations that make it difficult for them to get to the area food banks.  Students earn service learning hours and get to see, first-hand, how and where their service makes a difference.
